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Parish Pastoral Center
Survey Says...

 Since the end of May, we have been discussing and discerning the need, benefits and opportunities of
building a pastoral center to provide much-needed space for our growing community.

In June, every registered parishioner was mailed a Fact Sheet with a survey and asked to share their
thoughts and comments. The survey essentially asked if you are in favor of (1) building a pastoral center,
(2) enhancing the gathering space outside of the church where the Welcoming Jesus statue is located, and
if you are (3) willing to financially support the project.

| am very grateful to all who participated in this important process. Nine-hundred and two (902) surveys
were submitted and 50 families also took part in an interview with the Steier Group, the firm who conducted the feasibility
study. An additional 100 surveys were received after the deadline and incorporated into the final results.

The study is now complete and the results are very positive and convincing. Seventy-five percent (75%) of respondents are in
favor of building a pastoral center and 75% indicated that they will financially support it. When asked if building a pastoral center
was a low, moderate or high priority, 85% indicated that it was either a moderate or high priority. Also encouraging is the fact
that almost 300 parishioners said that they would volunteer to assist in a capital campaign. The Steier Group, who has conduct-
ed hundreds of feasibility studies, said that the average number of people who normally express an interest in volunteering dur-
ing a feasibility study is 50 (not 300). Thank you!

Your feedback is clear: you want to move forward and take the next step in expanding our capacity to love and
serve by building a new pastoral center.

| have been intentional in moving slowly in this process. For example, | believed that it was more prudent to ask if you were in
favor of a pastoral center before spending $150,000 - $200,000 to employ an architect to develop plans and renderings. Now that
we've answered that first question together, we can take the next steps toward building a center which will allow us to grow as
a House of Prayer and a House of the Poor.

Encuesta dice ...

Desde finales de mayo, hemos estado discutiendo y discerniendo la necesidad, los beneficios y las opor-
tunidades de construir un centro pastoral para proporcionar el espacio tan necesario para nuestra cre-
ciente comunidad.

En junio, a cada parroquiano registrado se le envié una hoja de datos con una encuesta y se les pidi6é que
compartieran su opinién y comentarios. La encuesta esencialmente pregunto si usted esta a favor de (1)

la construccion de un centro pastoral, (2) mejorar el espacio de reunion fuera de la iglesia donde se en-

cuentra la estatua de Jesus, y si esta (3) dispuesto a apoyar financieramente el proyecto.

Estoy muy agradecido a todos los que participaron en este importante proceso. Se presentaron novecientas y dos (902) encues-
tas y 50 familias también participaron en una entrevista con el Grupo Steier, la empresa que realizé el estudio de factibilidad. Se
recibieron 100 encuestas adicionales después de la fecha limite y se incorporaron a los resultados finales.

El estudio esta ahora completo y los resultados son muy positivos y convincentes. El (75%) de los encuestados esta a favor de la
construccion de un centro pastoral y el 75% indicé que también lo apoyara financieramente. Cuando se le pregunto si la cons-
truccion de un centro pastoral era una prioridad baja, moderada o alta, el 85% indicé que era una prioridad moderada o alta.
También alentador es el hecho de que casi 300 feligreses dijeron que se ofrecian como voluntarios para ayudar en una campana
capital. El Grupo Steier, que ha realizado cientos de estudios de factibilidad, dijo que el nimero promedio de personas que nor-
malmente expresan su interés en el voluntariado es de aproximadamente 50 (no 300). jGracias!

Sus comentarios son claros: usted quiere seguir adelante y dar el siguiente paso en la expansién de nuestra ca-
pacidad de amar y servir mediante la construccion de un nuevo centro pastoral.

words of Pope St. John Paul II:

The moment has come for every parish and every structure of consultation and assistance to the family and to
the defense of life to have personnel available who can teach married couples how to use the natural methods.
For this reason | particularly recommend that Bishops, parish priests and those responsible for pastoral care wel-
come and promote this valuable service.

“The Church’s social teaching finds its source in Sacred Scripture, beginning with the Book of Gen-
esis and especially in the Gospel and the writings of the Apostles. From the beginning, it was part
of the Church’s teaching...” The following describes the sixth of seven themes in Catholic Social
Teaching.

Solidarity

We are one human family whatever our national, racial, ethnic, economic, and ideological differences. We are our
brothers' and sisters' keepers, wherever they may be. Loving our neighbor has global dimensions in a shrinking
world. At the core of the virtue of solidarity is the pursuit of justice and peace. Pope Paul VI taught that "if you want
peace, work for justice. The Gospel calls us to be peacemakers. Our love for all our sisters and brothers demands
that we promote peace in a world surrounded by violence and conflict.
